Overview 
· Data are collected based on budget documents available as of May 2021 and reflect previous years’ expenditure (most recent available data is for budget year ended 2020 and goes back to 2016, if available). Most of the data are collected based on publicly available budget documents. Links to these budget documents are provided in the country datasheets. However, in some countries budget documents are not published online and they were collected through GPE contacts at country level in hard copy. 
NOTE: In many countries budget documents are updated when new budget execution data become available, or adjustments are made to the budget due to unforeseen needs. Any updates that occurred later in the year are not captured in these templates. 
· The budget perimeter considered for education expenditure is described in the methodology sheet for GPE’s Results Framework, Indicator 10. Budget nomenclature varies across countries and data related to some types of education spending are not available from the budget documents in some cases. The database attempts to standardize the kinds of education spending that are captured in the database, but there are inevitably some differences across countries. 
EXPLANATION OF KEY TABS 
Summary_inputs: This summarizes key variables collected from budget documents for all countries (education expenditures, total government expenditures, debt servicing). In addition, it includes data downloaded from the International Monetary Fund’s World Economic Outlook (WEO) (as of April 2022). 
· Per the methodology sheet, where possible, actual expenditures are shown. If not available, actuals are estimated using past budget execution rates (by line item). If no historical actuals are available, budget data is used. Columns L, V, AF, AP and AZ contain letters that specify the types of data used for each country by year. The legend at the top of the sheet clarifies what data source each letter represents.
· Currency is indicated in column BH and BI and units in Columns BK-BO. Note that in some countries, currencies and units differ by year. 
· All data is “linked” to the underlying source worksheet (either GPE RF10 collection or IMF download). For years where no data was available, cells are shaded grey. 
Summary: This summarizes five key education indicators from 2016-2020. 
· (total education expenditures)/(total government expenditure excluding debt service) 
· (total education expenditures)/(total government expenditure including debt service) 
· (recurrent education expenditures)/(recurrent government expenditure excluding  debt service)
· (recurrent education expenditures)/(recurrent government expenditure including debt service) 
· (total education expenditures)/(GDP) 
Calculations draw on data from the Summary_inputs tab. Where data is not available to calculate the relevant indicators, cells are shaded grey.
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
